Handlebar - A handlebar moustache can be worn large or small ("petit handlebar"); it is
characterized by the fact that it is bushy and must be worn long enough to curl the ends 6 5 6 15 5 4 4 6 5 4 8 4 4 7
upward.
Painter’s Brush - A thick moustache covering the width of the mouth, usually worn short, 5 6 4 4 3 6 7 7 3 4 5 6 5 7

with slightly rounded corners.

English - A narrow divided moustache that begins at the middle of the upper lip, with long
whiskers pulled to either side of the centre. The areas beyond the corners of the mouth are 3 4 2 3 3 2 2 2 3 2 2 3 4 0
typically shaved.

Imperial — A large moustache growing from both the upper lip and cheeks, whiskers from
the cheeks are styled pointing upward.

Walrus - A large, bushy, droopy moustache that hangs down over the lips, often entirely
covering the mouth.

Fu Manchu - A moustache that begins on the upper lip and whose whiskers are grown very
long to extend down each side of the mouth down to the to jaw.

Dali - A narrow moustache with long points bent or curved steeply upward. Named after
